Career Overview

I started Speed Skating at age 8, and since 
discovering there was a World Championship 
knew that I wanted to be World Champion.  

In Australia as a Junior and Senior I have 50 
National Titles, and have been Overall Senior 
Champion 5 times.  In 2002 I joined a team 
based in Belgium and raced marathon events in 
the World Cup for the first time, and 2 years 
later joined a Netherlands-based team for the 
World Cup and Dutch World on Wheels compe-
titions.

With more experience in marathon and crite-
rium racing in Europe, and with a new team, I 
won 7 races in 2005-06 in the Netherlands, 
Germany and Belgium.

At the World Championships, I have remained 
consistently among the top-10 in the World for 
the past 8 years, 6 times standing on the World 
Championship podium as a medallist.

Goals

Right now: To claim a World Title in 2008 at the 
World Championships in Spain - and regain a 
place on the World Podium after injury took me 
out of the 2007 Colombia World Champion-
ships.

Beyond 2008: I want to continue in a leadership 
role in Australian speed skating, helping to 
develop new talent and help the Australian 
team climb the World ladder - one where 
Australia stood at the top just 18 years ago.
